To be eligible for the scholarship, 
students must graduate from a 
Chicago or surrounding suburban 
area high school in 2008.  In ad-
dition, the student or one of his or 
her parents must belong to a local 
union affi liated with the Chicago 
Federation of Labor.  No one will 
be restricted from the competition 
based on their family income or 
the acceptance of other scholar-
ships by the winners.
 Students must submit a written 
request for an application to the 
Chicago Federation of Labor (see 
application request form below), 
William A. Lee Memorial Schol-
arship Committee, 130 East Ran-
dolph Street, Suite 2600, Chicago, 

IL, 60601. An application request 
form is also available for down-
load at www.chicagolabor.org. No 
phone calls will be accepted for 
application requests.
 Once completed, the scholar-
ship application must be returned 
to the Chicago Federation of Labor 
by March 1, 2008 in order to be 
eligible. Any application post-
marked after March 1, 2008 will 
not be accepted.  
 Please note that students must 
obtain the signature of either of the 
two top offi cers of the local union 
to which they or their parents 
belong as verifi cation of member-
ship. Applications signed by union 
representatives or union stewards 
will be disqualifi ed.
